Bring the following items with you (1 bag): 

 C5 Uniform (folded neatly in your bag! to wear 

on Sunday): boots, wool socks, pants, belt, black t-

shirt, blue dress shirt, parka (can be just the inner 

or outer) 

 Sleeping Bag and Pillow 

 Air Mattress if desired (you will be sleeping on 

a concrete floor) 

 Suitable sleeping attire 

 Underwear & Socks (multiple pairs of socks in 

case of wet feet) 

 Running Shoes 

 Gloves and toque, if desired 

 Personal Toiletries (deodorant, toothpaste and 

toothbrush, comb / brush) 

 Prescription medications, if required. 

(NOTE: Epi-Pens/inhalers will be retained by the 

cadets at all times; all other medication will be 

turned in to the appointed officer).

 Lighters or Matches
